The punishment for those found guilty of the ragging shall be any one or
combination of the following:

1. Suspension from attending classes and academic privileges.
2. Withholding/ withdrawing scholarship/ fellowship and other benefits.

3. Debarring from appearing in any test/ examination or other evaluation
process.

4. Withholding results.

5. Debarring from representing the College in any University, Regional or
International Meet, Tournament, Youth Festival, etc.

6. Cancellation of admission and suspension/ expulsion from the College.
1. Fine, depending upon the nature and gravity of the offence.

8. Collective Punishment: When the persons committing or abetting the
crime of ragging are not identified, the Institution shall resort to collective
punishment. Further, such cases will be reported to the police and dealt as
per Himachal Pradesh Educational Institutions (Prohibition of Ragging) Bill
2009 according to which ragging has been made a cognizable and non-
bailable offence. Any student convicted of an offence will be punished with

the imprisonment up to three years or a fine upto Rs. 50000 or both.

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5. MINIMUM ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS & ONLINE
ADMISSION PROCESS:

5.1 Students seeking admission in various streams in B.A./B.Com./ B.Sc. 1% year
should fulfill the following minimum eligibility conditions (As per the ordinance of
H.P. University, Shimla):

Bachelor of Arts (B. A.) Pass Course

10+2 examination or an examination equivalent thereto of a Board/University
established by law in India with pass in five written subjects (including English)
having 33% marks.

Bachelor of Commerce (B. Com.) Pass Course

e 10+2 examination under Commerce or an examination equivalent thereto of
a Board/University established by law in India with pass in four written
subjects (including English) with 45% marks(33% for girls students).

Or

e For admission to B.Com. the candidate must have passed Maths/Economics
as a Compulsory subject at 10+2 Stage.

Bachelor of Science (B.Sc.) Pass Course

e 10+2 examination under Scienceor an examination equivalent thereto of a
Board/University established by law in India with at least three Science
elective subjects and one English) with 45% marks.

Important Information

The students of National Institute of Open School (NIOS) who have passed all
five subjects by securing requisite marks will be admitted.

Upper age limit for admission to B.A./B. Sc./B. Com. in 15'year is 23 years as on
15uly, 2023. For girl candidates, it is 25 years as on 1%tuly, 2023. Age relaxation
of three years is allowed in case of SC/ST candidates.The persons with
benchmark disabilities shall be given an upper age relaxation of five years.

Cultural and sports seats will be filled in strictly according to the merit in sports
and cultural fields. Students who have achieved distinction at International,
National and State levels, as duly verified / certified by Govt. Authorities, will
be given preference.

Admission given in 1'year will be purely provisional and if admission of any
candidate is cancelled by University, the College will not be responsible for
that.
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5. Admission shall not be allowed in any case to the students with compartment
at 10+2 level.

6. Fresh entrants (B.A./ B.Com./ B.Sc. 1%'year) will have to fill online University
Registration Form after their admission.

7. Fresh entrants will have to produce Character Certificate issued by the
Principal of the last school / college attended. Candidates with gap year should
produce a character certificate issued by a Gazetted Officer / Pradhan of their
Gram Panchayat / Municipal Councilor.

8. 0Old college students (candidates who have passed last examination in regular
capacity in this college) need not to produce their character certificate.

9. Candidates with gap year will have to upload an affidavit/ Self Declaration
stating facts/ reasons for discontinuation of studies that account for the gap
year(s).

10. Bonafide Himachali Certificate must be shown and its copy must uploaded with
the Admission Form by the girl students only to get fee concession that is
permissible under rules.

5.2 Instruction to fill Online Admission form and Admission Process:

Admission of Applicant at all stages will be purely provisional subject to
satisfying the prescribed edibility conditions.

5. Applicant must have a valid email-id and mobile number.

6. Applicant is required to create their Log-In ID for the first time (same ID will
be used for subsequent year admission). During this process candidate have to
verify his/her email id (only one time). Note that the verification mail may
reflect in inbox or spam folder of their e-mail.

11. Applicant should carefully fill the information asked in the form and then
save/submit it.

12. After final submission of application, candidate will not be allowed to edit it.

13. Candidate is required to pay prospectus fee from the link visible in his/her
portal account dashboard. Fee will be paid by online mode using Net
Banking, UPI ,debit and credit card.

14. The submitted application is also visible in status grid with payment status in

applicant’s online dashboard.
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15. After prospectus fee payment candidate’s application will be considered for
the scrutiny and merit preparation.

16. Merit will be prepared as per the Roster of H.P. Govt. and H.P. University
(given in prospectus).

17. Candidate must visit the college website and online portal time to time
during display of merit lists

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8. RULES OF THE COLLEGE

8.1. Payment of College Dues
1. At the time of Admission, a student must deposit the dues online well in time as
and when notified.

2. Students who fail to pay their fees online by the notified date will pay their dues
with late fee till next notified date. No postponement of dues beyond this date is
permissible.

3. Name of those students will be struck off who do not pay college dues as per
schedule.

8.2. Registration and Migration

1. Fresh entrants should apply for University Registration through H. P. University
web-portal : https://rme.hpushimla.in/with all document required by the
University for this purpose. The detailed information regarding this will be
available on college notice board later on.

2. Inter College migration is permissible only through H.P. University Registration
and Migration portal. A student seeking inter-college migration to this college will
pay admission fee afresh. He/she will also have to pay the monthly fee w.e.f. the
month he/she joins the college even if he/she has paid these in the college last
attended.

3. A student seeking Inter-College migration to this college from private college
will also pay the Annual fees.

8.3.Rules for Name Struck off and Re-Admission

1. Continuous absence of six days from a class or absence for 10 days in a month
will lead to striking off names from college rolls. He/ she will have to seek re-
admission on the recommendation of the subject teacher.

2. Re-admission will be allowed within six days by paying re-admission fee and
absence fine as per rules subject to the approval of the Principal.

3. Re-admission fee for first time is Rs. 100/-and for second time itis Rs. 200/-. There
will be no re-admission for third time.

4. It is personal responsibility of every student to get his/her roll number entered
in the attendance register of each concerned subject teacher. If he/she fails to do
so, he/she will be treated absent.

8.4. Leave Rules

1. No student is supposed to be absent without getting his/her leave sanctioned.
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2. Leave up to six days will be granted by the concerned subject teacher.
3. Leave for more than six days will be sanctioned by the Principal.

4. The student will be marked absent during the leave period and the same will not
be considered for calculating the lectures attended by the student for determining
eligibility to appear in the University examinations. However, neither name will be
struck off from the college roll nor any absence fine will be imposed to the student.

8.5. Lecture Attendance

1. Students are expected to be regular in attending their classes. Lecture
attendance condition is compulsory and the counting of attendance will start from
the day regular teaching begins. Awards/Marks of attendance are also given in
Continuous Comprehensive Assessment (CCA).

2. In order to be eligible to appear in University Examination, a student must have
15% attendance in each of the concerned courses in theory as well as in practical
separately.

3. Students who are officially deputed to participate in sports and extra-curricular
activities will be treated on duty for the purpose of attendance, provided the prior
permission has been sought from the Principal in this matter.

8.6. Mid Term Examination

1. There will be Mid Term test as per the schedule notified later on by the College
administration.

2. It is mandatory for all students to appear in the Mid Term examinations.

3. The weightage of the marks obtained in Mid Term examinations is counted for
CCA.

4. Admit card for the University annual examinations will be generated only for
those students whose CCA is uploaded on H.P. University examination portal.

8.1 CCA and Pass Percentage for Annual Examinations:

1. Only those students will be passed in a particular paper who obtains minimum
pass percentage in both CCA as well as final Annual Examinations.

2. Student must obtain at least 35% in both CCA and final Annual Examinations and
overall average of both must be at least 40%.

3. A student will be passed in a class only if he passed all the papers of that class.
He will be get compartment if he passed in 6 papers out of 8 papers.

8.8. Identity-cum-Library Card

Identity card is an important document as it shows the Identity of a bonafide student
of the college. Identity-cum-library card should be collected from the college
Library as per schedule prescribed by the Librarian. Every student must carry this
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card while in college. In case of loss of original identity card, duplicate identity
card will be issued after producing the FIR in this context. For duplicate identity
card, Rs. 20/- will be charged. No student is permitted to replace his/her
photograph pasted on the identity card for any reason whatsoever.
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9. ANTI-RAGGING INSTRUCTIONS

9.1. Definition of Ragging

Ragging means any act, conductor practice by dominant power of senior students,
former students or outsiders brought to bear on the students freshly enrolled or
students who are in any way considered juniors by other students and includes
individual or collective acts or practice which:

1. involves physical or psychological assault or threat or use of force or
wrongful confinement or restraint or

2. violates status, dignity and honor of such students or
3. exposes students to ridicule and contempt and affect their self-esteem or

entails verbal abuse and aggression, indecent gestures and obscene
behaviors.

9.2. Prohibition of Ragging

1. No person shall practice ragging in any form within or outside the premises
of college.

2. Any person who violates or contravenes the provision of Anti-Ragging Act
shall, on conviction be punished with imprisonment for a term which may
extend up to three years or with a fine which may extend to fifty thousand
rupees or with both.

3. Teasing girl students in any manner is an offense and is punishable under
the law. Hence, students are advised to refrain from such activities,
otherwise they would face strict legal actions.

9.3. Expulsion from college

As per the directions of Hon'ble Supreme Court of India, ragging is a punishable
offense.

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10. CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES AND OTHER
FACILITIES

The college encourages students to participate in co-curricular activities for the all-
round development of their personality. Following activities/facilities are being

organized/provided to the college students:

10.1. National Service Scheme (NSS): NSS is a dynamic activity for inculcating the
sense of social service and responsibility among students. The college has one unit
of NSS, and enrolment is open to all on voluntary basis.

scrutinyby NCC battalion through physical or written examination.

10.3. Rovers and Rangers: Rovers and Rangers are male and female students
aged between 17 to 26. They participate in many social activities. Admission will

be based on the ability and commitment.

10.4. Red-Ribbon Club: The purpose of this club is to create awareness about
HIV/AIDS through service, education and philanthropic events. Students are
exhorted to join the club to enhance concerted battle against this incurable

disease.

10.5. Parents Teachers Association (PTA): Parents, being one of the important
stakeholders in education, have an important advisory role in the functioning of
college. Every parent whose ward is studying in the college and teachers of the
college are the members of this Association. The Executive Body consists of
President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and a few members. They are
elected by virtue of elections that are held annually. Regular meetings of PTA are
held to discuss various issues related to the development and welfare of the

college.
